Photography 
Students will explore photography as a creative art form. During 
the semester, students will learn to operate and understand 
the mechanics within a camera. They will also explore the 
basics of how a traditional darkroom operates.  Picture-taking 
assignments will enable students to explore their creativity and 
develop their technical skills. Additionally, students will study 
different photographers and photo genres.

AP Art History
This course welcomes students to the global world of art. 
Students will explore the role of art in shaping our global 
humanity and how it reveals universal connections between 
distant cultures and time periods. Students will also develop 
research-based skills through intensive visual, contextual, and 
comparative analysis.
*AP Art History can be taken as an Art or History elective

AP Photography 
This advanced photography course is for experienced students 
aiming to build a portfolio and earn college credit. Students 
will create a two-part portfolio: fi ve selected works with written 
responses showcasing creativity, skills, and integration of ideas, 
and a 15-image sustained investigation exploring a theme or 
question through practice and growth.

This course will introduce students to the realm of manufacturing. 
Students will undergo the processes of product development 
and design, and have the opportunity to work with large-scale 
machinery. Design will start with hand-rendering, and will then 
develop into computer design software, and physical modeling with 
clay and wood.

Cartooning and Animation
Students will learn the technical aspects of what goes into comics 
and cartoons. The fi rst half of the class covers hand drawing 
cartoons using drafting materials, and the second half of class will 
cover 2D Computer Animation using professional-grade software.
